3. Amember of the Company who is an authorised nominee as defined under the Securities Industry (Central
Depositories) Act, 1991, is allowed to appoint at least one (1) proxy in respect of each securities account
it holds with ordinary shares of the Company standing to the credit of the said securities account.

4. Where a member of the Company is an exempt authorised nominee as defined under the Securities
Industry (Central Depositories) Act, 1991, which holds ordinary shares in the Company for multiple
beneficial owners in one (1) securities account (“omnibus account’), there is no limit to the number of
proxies which the exempt authorised nominee may appoint in respect of each omnibus account it holds.

5. The instrument appointing a proxy, in the case of an individual shall be signed by the appointor or his/her
attorney duly authorised in writing and in the case of a corporation, either under seal or under the hand of
an attorney or an officer duly authorised. If no name is inserted in the space for the name of your proxy,
the Chairman of the Meeting will act as your proxy.

2. ltem 6 of the Agenda
ORDINARY RESOLUTION
AUTHORITY TO DIRECTORS TO ISSUE AND ALLOT SHARES PURSUANT TO SECTION 132D OF
THE COMPANIES ACT, 1965
The purpose of this Ordinary Resolution proposed under Agenda item 6 will give powers to the Directors
to issue up to a maximum ten per centum (10%) of the issued share capital of the Company for the
time being for such purposes as the Directors would consider in the best interest of the Company. This
authority, unless revoked or varied by the Company at a general meeting, will expire at the next Annual
General Meeting of the Company.

The general mandate sought for issue of securities is a renewal of the mandate that was approved by the
shareholders on 22 June 2011. The Company did not utilise the mandate that was approved last year. The
renewal of the general mandate is to provide flexibility to the Company to issue new securities without the
need to convene separate general meeting to obtain its shareholders’ approval so as to avoid incurring
additional cost and time. The purpose of this general mandate is for possible fund raising exercises
including but not limited to further placement of shares for purpose of funding current and/or future
investment projects, working capital, repayment of bank borrowings, acquisitions and/or for issuance of
shares as settlement of purchase consideration.
